on a general level the proposal for a Directive as a measure leading to the creation of an internal consumer credit market and at the same time presenting a guarantee of a high standard of protection for consumers in this area;

C o n s i d e r s   i t   a p p r o p r i a t e

that building savings contracts that have been left out of the Directive be regulated under the Directive on mortgage loans that is being drawn up and, in so doing, be covered by a Community regulation;

B e l i e v e s

that setting a total amount of credit, under which the providers of credits would not have the right to claim indemnity for the early repayment , should be set down by criteria which would take into consideration the different economic strength of consumers in the EU member states;

R e q u e s t s 

the Government to inform the Senate about further evolution of the negotiations and about the way this position was taken into account.
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
